Kia Ora, Kia Orana, Malo e lelei, Talofa lava, Fakalofa lahi atu, hello and a warm welcome 
to all our children and their families at our school. A special welcome to Alyssa and Danica 
Petersen who started at our school last week. 
The school landscaping project is in full swing and is shaping up to be a fabulous area for 
the children to play on. You will have noticed the trucks and diggers in the school 
transporting wood, soil and excavating the grounds. The children are very excited about 
their new playground which should be completed early term 2. Unfortunately we are only 
able to complete phase 1 of the playground but we hope to fundraise the shortfall before the 
end of the year. At the moment we have been given $26,000 
in grants and $3000 for the sale of the old playground. To 
complete the project we need another $6000. The PTSG 
have organised a meeting for Tuesday 12th April at 6pm to 
look at fundraising this amount. Please come along with 
your ideas so that we can look at this target. We are so close 
to completing the project and if we have the support of all 
our families and community I am positive we can raise this 
money. 
  

Fundraising for the Playground 
The children will be given a list of questions about New Zealand to learn for a Kiwi –a –
thon over the school holidays. The junior children will have 15 questions and the senior 
students will have 20 questions to learn. They will be tested on these questions in week 1 
term 2. Questions such as ‘What colours are shown on the New Zealand flag?’ and ‘Who is 
the prime minister of New Zealand’ will be asked. There will be a first, second and third 
prize for the children who raise the most money. There will also be a prize to the class who 
raise the most money of a class lunch and movie afternoon. Please support the school with 
this fundraiser and try to encourage as many sponsors as you can to support this venture. All 
proceeds go towards the playground project. All monies will need to be collected and 
handed to the office by Friday May 20th to be eligible for the prizes.
